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The aim of ‘Wildskills’ Youth Programmes is to give young people real and vital experiences of the natural environment, animals and wildlife. They are designed to provide a sense of adventure, to stimulate thoughtful exchanges, and allow young people to learn more about wildlife and country living from firsthand experience. 
‘Wildskills’ contributes to the development of self-awareness, self-confidence and positive self-esteem by teaching how to overcome challenges so that they may gain worthwhile understandings and values on which to base their adult lives.

And of course to have fun in the great outdoors!
 ‘Wildskills’ is delivered by the Richard Glyn Foundation’s Ranger Team who are based at Honeybrook Farm. The Ranger Team have established base camps across the 2000 acres of the Gaunts Estate making it possible to offer many varied habitats and landscapes to work from.

Types of activities can include; shelter building, fire making using lost skills, team building activities, navigation, tracking, campfire cooking, fishing, and making natural cord baskets and bracelets.

Our philosophy purpose and approach:

In building our awareness and in getting closer to nature we discover more of ourselves and what we need to be happy.
